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Abstract:  The Proceedings of the Maritime International Conference – MARINCO 2019 will be published in flash drive from camera-ready copy received from the authors. Guidelines for authors to prepare the manuscripts in conference-paper format is given in this paper. The peer reviewed papers by the international scientific committee will be selected for publishing in the conference proceedings and the abstracts of the same will be published in souvenir. One of the author should present the work in the conference, failing this may exclude the paper in conference proceedings and souvenir. The paper should include abstract not more than 500 words with the corresponding author’s affiliation, address and electronic contact information. The name of authors should be separated by a comma and the last author should be separated by conjunction “and”. The author’s information should be placed at the footer of the first page. The header of all pages except the first page should contain author names and title of the proceedings as given in this paper, in italics and right aligned. Similarly the footer of all pages except first page should contain the title of the paper, in italics and left aligned.  The margin size on both sides is 0.8 cm, and starting with the word “Abstract” in bold 8-point Times New Roman font. Provide a list of 4 to 8 keywords separated by semicolon. 
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1. Introduction

The working language of the conference is English. The authors are requested to follow the format described here for submitting full paper. These instructions serve as an example for proper manuscript submission.  Please use 10-point Times New Roman font for the main texts except abstracts, figure and table titles. 

All text must be two column, single spaced with one blank space inserted between the paragraphs. The paragraphs should be aligned as justified within the column. The authors are requested to limit the paper length to 10 pages including text, figure and tables. All paper should be submitted electronically as MS-word and PDF document. The authors of the abstracts accepted must submit the Full paper on or before 10 August 2019 through the link provided in the conference web page. If any author faces any difficulty can be directly sent the full paper in the prescribed format to the conference mail address. Papers should be submitted in both PDF and DOC formats
2. FORMAT
This section discusses elements of format so that the Proceedings will have a uniform appearance. Please use 

A4 size paper. All pages should be numbered at centre. 

2.1 First page
The title of the paper should be placed at the centre as given in this paper with capital letters in 12-point Times New Roman. It is requested to restrict the characters of the title to 90 or less, including spaces between characters. The name of authors should be separated by a comma and the last author should be separated by conjunction “and”. The author’s title and affiliation, including address and email should be given in a footnote at the bottom of the first page alone. The footnote should be separated from the main text by a line. In addition to the title and author information, an abstract of the paper should appear on the first page as given in this paper. The Abstract should be followed by an Introduction and include the background, literature review and objectives of the study.  

3. HEADINGS

A maximum number of two levels of headings are recommended as first headings and second headings. First headings should be numbered with Arabic numerals 1, 2, 3 so on with capital letters, 10-point bolded Times New Roman font. Second headings should be numbered as 1.1, 2.1, 3.1 so on with Sentence case, i.e., only first letter is capital, 10-point bolded Times New Roman font. More than two headings are discouraged. But if author finds it is required and to be included in the paper, it should be written in italics, sentence case, and 10-point Times New Roman font.

4. EQUATIONS
All equations and mathematical symbols must be typed, with mathematical notations appearing in italics and numbered consecutively with the equation number in parentheses located along the right margin (See Eq. 1). 
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Mathematical notation should be defined in the text immediately after it is introduced. The equation should be referred in the text as Eq. 1
5. ABBREVIATIONS AND UNITS
All acronyms should be defined the first time they appear. Thereafter, use only the acronym and do not revert to the full name. Authors should give preference first to the International System of Units (SI), to units acceptable in SI, and then to other units. If preference is given to SI units, no other units are required. If preference is given to other units, SI units should be given by one of the following means: in parentheses, in a supplementary dual-unit table, or in an appendix.
6. FIGURES AND TABLES
Figures must be placed within the text area where they are discussed. Figures and photographs can be in color, because the Proceedings will be distributed on Flash drive. However, we will not take any responsibility for its quality during black and white printing in the proceedings. They should be numbered consecutively and printed or pasted directly onto the page. The numbering should be done as Fig.1 and the same format should be followed to refer the figure within the text. Figures and text may appear on the same page, and a centered caption should appear directly beneath the figure. The title of the figure should be at bottom of the figure in 8-point, Times New Roman font with first letter capitalized. It is preferable that the figure captions are no longer than two lines. On figures showing graphs, both axes must be clearly labeled (including units if applicable). See the following example,

Tables should be centered and numbered consecutively with a title centered at the top. The first letter of   the title is capitalized with 8-point, Times New Roman font. Table 1 is an example of a legible table. The text of tables should be Times New Roman font, 8 point.

References should appear together at the end of the paper, listed in the order of citation in the text. In the text the references should be cited as square bracket, for example [1]. If several references are cited collectively, then it should be separated by comma. All references listed should be cited in the text. Example reference citations are provided below.
